
Ingredients 
8 apples 
8 lolly sticks 
170g sugar 
120mls water 
1 teaspoon cider vinegar 
1 tablespoon golden syrup 
30g butter 
 
Recipe 
Step 1  Push a lolly stick into the stalk end of the apples. 
 
Step 2  Line a baking tray with grease proof paper. 
 
Step 3  Ask an adult to help here.  Put the remaining         
ingredients into a pan and   gently heat to dissolve the sugar 
and melt the butter.   
 
Step 4  Turn up the heat and simmer until the mixture turns 
into a golden brown sticky syrup.  This should take about 5 
minutes. 
 
Step 5  Let the mixture cool for a minute then dip in 
 the apples.  Put each apple on the baking tray to  
set.    
       Try sprinkling on hundreds and thousands  
                  to make them extra yummy!

Bats are often associated with Halloween, but why is this?
